Course Overview 

Swiftwater Safety Rescue Technician Level 2 course is designed for those that are required to be next to 

the water’s edge and in a low-medium risk river environment.  This course is based on personal risk, self-

rescue, and teammate rescue.  The course is designed for those that will be required to operate in the 

“warm zone”

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Registration/Cancelation  

Registration is done via the website or office.  You will be charged a $100.00 (plus tax) non-refundable
